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How were the treatment locations selected?

In 2022, Main Roads Western Australia (MRWA) identified Broome and Marmion Street as Healthy Street trial sites in consultation with the Town of Cottesloe. Treatment locations were then identified and selected through consultation with the community and relevant stakeholders.
